We have today been told by people in Camden Abu Dis Friendship Association of two families with many children between them who have been presented with a house demolition order, dated 24th December 2009. The order tells them that they have 30 days before the house will be demolished – and they were given it today, 2nd February, 2010.

Our understanding of the story is as follows:

1. The house is on the east side of the Separation Wall, near Al Quds University and Abu Dis local council in Abu Dis. The owner holds West Bank ID.

2. The house in question is still under construction but it is very nearly completed and it is to be the home of the families of two cousins with eight small children between them.

3. The family had previously had a house demolished (last April) and therefore had checked before they started building this house that they were not likely to be at risk.

4. Before they began construction, they were asked to present a number of things to the Israeli authorities – signatures of everyone in the family to agree to the building, etc – and an Israeli engineer told them that  they were not at risk. 
5. Today (2nd February), Ammar Salameh Hadidoun, the father of one of the families, has been  issued with a notice to say this new house will be destroyed, and they fear that the destruction  is imminent.

6. The reason given is that the house is on the route of a military road that was planned in 1974. This is does not appear to be current as the Separation Wall next to his house would block the planned road, while in 2005, a new map was issued showing that the route of that planned road was now alongside the other side of the Wall (where it is in fact now in operation). 
I am writing to ask you to ensure that the order is halted. It is a matter of urgent importance as the destruction of the house appears to be imminent.
Please let me know progress on this case.
