Twinning / Friendship Links with Palestine
The Britain Palestine Twinning Network (sometimes known as the Friendship forum) is a network of twinning groups, PSC and Scottish PSC groups, Peace and Justice Groups, church groups, students’ unions etc. across Britain which are making grassroots friendship links (and sometimes formal twinning links) with Palestinian towns and organisations. 

We are part of a network with equivalent groups in Palestine, and this includes representatives of a number of Palestinian towns, villages and refugee camps that do not yet have twinning partners, but would like them.
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Four conferences so far (two in Britain and two in Palestine) show that there is considerable Palestinian support for friendship links that focus on solidarity and human rights.  

The experience of groups in Britain shows that this sort of work is effective 

in spreading awareness of what is happening in Palestine in your local area.  Currently (March 07) we know of 45 such twinnings, some of them new and helped into existence by this network.
